The Guidelines for Environment Noise Limits, Measurement and Assessment, 3™ Edition 2019 were
published by the Department of Environment as a new publication superseding the previous
versions of the Planning Guidelines for Environmental Noise Limits and Control (first edition 2004
and second edition 2007). This publication published herein 2021is a Reprint of the 2019
publication undertaken concurrently with the 2021 publications of the Environmental Vibration
Limits and Control Guidelines and Noise Labelling and Emission Limits of Outdoor Sources
Guidelines.

The preparation of this 3" Edition Guidelines for Environmental Noise Limits and Control was
guided by findings of an Ambient Noise Study Project undertaken by the Department of
Environment in 2017 which collate data and analysis of measured ambient noise levels in Malaysia
with an intent of establishing ambient noise standards based on land use, activities and noise
sources. The Study reviewed and benchmarked noise standards in Malaysia against international
standards and best practices which provided key input into the preparation of this Guidelines.

The Noise Study Project, and this Guidelines, was consistent with the Department’s responsibility

for ensuring sustainable development in the course of national development while ensuring a clean,

healthy and safe environment for its people. This includes the ever- increasing concern for noise
- and vibration arising from infrastructure, industrial and other economic development in Malaysia.

Consistent with DOE’s role as a disseminator of information and promoter for continual appreciation of
the natural environment in addition to its other roles, this Guidelines promotes self-regulation by the
industries and other stakeholders in environmental noise & vibration management. The self-regulation
and proactive measures in monitoring and mitigation of environmental noise & vibration are to support
environmental, social and governance (ESG) initiatives required by parties responsible for the noise &
vibration sources with impact to the environment and community.

I would like to acknowledge the expert contribution of the Institute of Noise & Vibration Universiti
Teknologi Malaysia, in particular Professor Dr. Mohd Salman Leong, the relevant agencies and all
other individuals in providing the input, comments and recommendations in the preparation and
publication of this Guidelines.
